The registration form must be completed and submitted by the
student’s parent or legal guardian.

Only one submission is allowed per student. If multiple
submissions are received from the same student, all such
submissions will be considered invalid and will not be accepted.

The registration form must be completed in English only to ensure
accurate processing of participant information.

All information provided must be accurate and complete.
Incorrect, incomplete, or misleading information may result in
delays or disqualification from the competition.

A valid and active mobile number and email address must be
provided. All future communications regarding the FALIA National
Essay Competition, including examination details, updates,
notifications, and results, will be sent through the contact
information provided during registration.
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Please ensure that you provide any one of the following
identification numbers correctly in the Google Form under the
Student Information section:
